Both planning and community involvement are essential to the accomplishment of the Association Board of 

Directorôs responsibilities.  A lack of planning by the Association Board may lead to a lack of funds to carry 

out its responsibilities or apathy among the membership when it comes to community involvement.  For     

community involvement the Board must find the right set of set of circumstances where willing and talented 

homeowners can participate in keeping our community a great place to live and raise our families.  To that end 

over the next year your Association Board of Directors intends to take the following actions: 

1.  Develop a regular communication system to the membership.  Enclosed in this newsletter you will 

find an authorization form to allow your Board to contact you via email.

As such the Board 

requests that each and every family complete, sign and return the enclosed authorization.

In fact we have moved the monthly Board meetings to     

member homes in order to provide social opportunity after each meeting.

 FAX to Management Company, ATTN: Emilia K. Eich at 813-641-1215 

 

 Mail to L.E. Wilson and Associates Inc., ATTN Emilia K. Eich, P.O. Box 1058, Ruskin, Fl 33575 

 But this is a two way street so your Board is asking community members to develop a closer               

relationship with the Board by taking one or more of the following actions: 

 

1. Communicate with the Board.  Never hesitate to ask questions or to question what the Board is  

doing.  You need to let your opinion be heard in a positive manner if the Board is ever going to serve 

the entire community.   

2. Get involved with the homeownerôs association and participate.  This can be done through    

reading the newsletter, volunteering when asked, and attending the monthly and annual Board    

meetings.  There are many things that you can do to have a positive change but only if you are       

involved. 

3. Expect the best out of your Homeowners Association.  The Board is not made up of some group 

that is out to get you.  The Board is made up of your neighbors, who want the best for the       

neighborhood.  If things arenôt going the way you think they should then make it a point to talk to 

your Board to see if things canôt be changed.   

4. Plan ahead if you have something to take up with the Board.  Planning ahead provides the Board with 

time to research and then provide you with the best answers and assistance.  

5. Obtain approval for architectural changes to your property.  This is done to save you money and 

time and to protect the value of the community.   So plan ahead, submit your changes to the Board 

before they meet each month and we all can avoid any problems.  

6. You have a right to appeal fines and late fees.  If you receive any violations, fines, or late fees you 

can appeal them if you do not think they are warranted.  Never assume that the Board wonôt listen to 

your appeal or try to work with you to fix the problem.   

7. Learn to appreciate your Board.  The Board members are there to help you resolve problems and 

fix things for the betterment of the community.  The Board members do not get paid for their         

positions, they simply volunteer what time they have to serve you and our community.  

8. Volunteer and run for the Board. If you do not like how things are going then you need to do 

something to help fix the problem.  Volunteer or run for a position on the Board so you can start 

making the changes that you feel need to be made.  

 

 Our Association of community minded homeowners has been a strong and active group which has  

maintained the high quality of our neighborhood.   However past success in maintaining our community does 

not ensure future success given the challenging financial environment we all face today.  Therefore it is    

imperative that every member of the Bloomingdale Ridge Homeowner's Association make an extra effort to 

get involved with other neighbors and friends in continuing to make our community one of the great places 

to live and raise our families.
